Nursery session times 

Could we please remind parents of sessional children that our session times are as follows:

Morning session                        9.00am – 1.00pm

At present we are experiencing a lot of parents dropping of their children before 8:55am and 12:55pm and collecting their children after 1:00pm and 5:00pm. Can we respectfully ask these parents not to drop off before these times or collect late, unless otherwise arranged with the office.  The main gate of the nursery is now locked from 9.30am – 12.45pm and 1.15pm – 3.45pm this is for security purposes. When the gate is locked there is now a bell for you to ring to get assistance if there is not a member of staff in the garden. Thank you for your cooperation.

Can we please remind parents to provide a named sun hat and sun cream that can remain at the nursery, if possible, for the summer. If your child does not come into nursery with sun cream already applied, we will unfortunately not be able to allow them into the garden, as the risk of sunburn will be too high!

We will reapply the sun cream at lunchtime for children who attend all day.

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Lunches

At Little Acorns Nursery we aim to promote the government’s guidelines to healthy eating. Can we please remind parents that as part of the nursery’s stance on healthy eating, a maximum of three items only should be supplied in your child’s lunch, i.e. sandwich, yoghurt and fruit or a hot meal, yoghurt and fruit. 

Also due to the risk of nut allergy, we ask that you do not send in any nut related products e.g. peanut butter sandwiches.

All component parts of your child’s lunch must be named e.g. yoghurt, sandwiches, and any other items. We provide water and milk at snack, lunch and tea times; therefore your child does not require a drink in their lunch box. If you supply any drinks other than 100% fruit juice, which is counted as part of your child’s 5 a day, we shall put them back into your child’s lunch box for him/her to take home. 

For babies and toddlers bottle milk feeds and any additional meals (supplied by parents) should be cold and will be heated to the required temperature by the staff. Thank you.
