The above fees include:

· Breakfast for children over 12 months who are booked to attend nursery before 08:15.

· Tea for children over 12 months who are booked to attend nursery after 16:00.

· A mid morning and mid afternoon snack.

· All nappies and wipes.  

A minimum of 3 sessions is recommended.

A non-refundable registration fee of £30.00 is required to reserve a place. A Little Acorns gym bag will be issued upon receipt to keep a change of clothes, suntan lotion and a hat for summer.

A £150.00 deposit is payable upon confirmation of enrolment and this amount will be offset against the final set of fees. Fees are billed up to and including the last Friday of each calendar month, therefore some months will be 5 weekly and others 4 weekly. Fees are billed in the first week of the month.  Payment of fees must be made within 7 days of receipt of invoice. 

If any fees are outstanding by the end of the month that they have been billed for, your child may be asked to leave the nursery.

We do not charge for Public Holidays, however, full fees are payable if a child is away through illness or holiday.

Four weeks written notice is required or payment of fees in lieu of notice will be accepted. The School closes at 6:00 pm each day and children must be collected no later than 6:00 pm. A charge will be made of £5.00 for each extra 10 minutes from 6:00 pm for children not collected promptly

Fee rates change at 2 years and 3 years on the month following the child’s birthday.

Little Acorns Nursery is registered for the Early Years Education grant. Children are eligible for the grant in the term following their third birthday. The manager will notify all parents in writing with the grant amounts when their child is eligible.

REGULATIONS

As we wish maintain the highest standards possible in caring for your children we request you read the following regulations.

1. Age of Admittance
Little Acorns caters for children aged from 3 months to 5 years

2. Hours of Opening
Little Acorns is open throughout the year except for Saturday, Sunday and statutory Public Holidays

Full day 7:45 am – 6:00 pm

Full day children cannot be accepted before 7:45 am and the latest they may be collected is 6:00 pm.

Nursery Morning Session 9:00 am – 1:00 pm Afternoon Session 1:00 pm – 5:00 pm

Children who attend the morning session cannot be accepted before 8:55 am and must be collected no later than 1:00 pm.

Children who attend the afternoon session cannot be accepted before 12:55 pm and must be collected no later than 5:00 pm.  Extended sessions are negotiable and will be charged on the hour at an hourly rate. 

School Session Bunny, Squirrels and Owls Morning 9:00 am – 1:00 pm Afternoon 1:00 pm to 5:00pm

Children who attend the morning session cannot be accepted before 8:55 am and must be collected no later than 1:00 pm.

Children who attend the afternoon session cannot be accepted before 12:55 pm and must be collected no later then 5:00 pm.

Extended sessions are negotiable and will be charged on the hour at an hourly rate.

Parents are requested to adhere to these times.

NB: Nursery Section and Main School – we recommend a minimum of 3 sessions per week.

Collection

 If anyone other than the usual carer is collecting your child, the School must be informed whom that person is and if unknown to the School he/she must show identification. All children must have a list of carers and specimen signatures on the carers form (see attached form).

3. Registration Fee
A non-refundable registration fee of £30.00 is required to reserve a place. A Little Acorns gym bag will be issued to each child on payment of the registration fee to keep a change of clothes, suntan lotion and hat in the summer months.

4. Fees
A £150.00 deposit is payable upon confirmation of enrolment and this amount will be offset against the last set of fees. Fees are billed up to and including the last Friday of each calendar month, therefore some months will be five weekly and others four weekly. Fees are billed in the first week of the month. Payment of fees must be made within seven days of receipt of invoice. If fees are not paid within the month that they are billed for, your child may be asked to leave. Fours weeks notice is required, in writing or payment of fees in lieu of notice will be accepted. Fee rates change at 2 and 3 years on the month following the child’s birthday. We do not charge for Bank Holidays, however, full fees are charged if your child is absent due to illness or holiday.

Early Years Education Grant

Little Acorns Nursery is registered for the Early Years Education grant. Children are eligible for the grant in the term following their third birthday. The manager will notify all parents in writing with the grant amounts when their child is eligible.

5. Late Collection
The school closes at 6:00 pm each day and children must be collected no later than 6:00 pm. A charge will be made of £5.00 for each extra 10 minutes from 6:00 pm for children not collected promptly. In the event of a child not being collected by 6:45 pm and no notification of a late collection by the parent and if the nursery is unable to contact a person on the child’s list of carers, the Social Services will be informed and the nursery will follow their instruction.

6. Absences
If your child is absent, please notify Little Acorns. (Waterlooville 023 92265151)

7. Sickness
If your child becomes ill whilst with us, every effort will be made to contact you. We reserve the right to take your child to hospital in an emergency. A child suffering from an infectious illness, temperature, unknown rash, diarrhoea, head lice, running eyes or nose, impetigo, conjunctivitis or sore throat should be kept at home until all symptoms have disappeared. (Please see Absence Due to Illness policy)

8. Clothing and Personal Property
All clothing must be clearly marked with your child’s name. Each child requires a school gym bag, not plastic carrier bags, clearly marked with the child’s name and this should contain a change of clothes and hat in the summer. Personal property left at the school is at the owner’s risk. 

9. Summer
In the sunny weather your child should arrive with sun tan lotion already applied and if your child stays all day he/she should bring in sun tan lotion marked with his/her name and this will be topped up if required during the day. All children should bring named sun hats to the school.

10. Valuables
Children are not permitted to bring any valuables, such as money, jewellery, toys etc to the school.

11. Sweets
Parents are requested not to allow children to bring chocolates or sweets to school.

12. Meals
A packed lunch should be supplied by parents, in a lunch box, labelled clearly with your child’s name. As part of the nursery’s stance on healthy eating, a maximum of three items only should be supplied in your child’s lunch, i.e. sandwich, yoghurt and fruit or a hot meal and a dessert. At Little Acorns Nursery we aim to promote the government’s guidelines to healthy eating. Due to the risk of nut allergy, we ask that you do not send in any nut related products e.g. peanut butter sandwiches.

All component parts of your child’s lunch must be named e.g. yoghurt, sandwiches, biscuits and any other items. We provide drinks at lunch and tea times; therefore children in the main school do not require drinks in their lunch box. If you supply any drinks other than 100% fruit juice, which is counted as part of your child’s 5 a day, we shall put them back into your child’s lunch box for him/her to take home. For babies and toddlers bottle milk feeds and any additional meals (supplied by parents) should be cold and will be heated to the required temperature by the staff. Crockery and cutlery is not required.

Breakfasts are provided for children over the age of 12 months from 07:45 – 08:15, for children who are booked in for before 08:15.

A nursery tea is provided for children over the age of 12 months at 16:00, for children who have been booked in after 16:00.

Mid morning and mid afternoon drinks and healthy nutritious snacks are provided for all children.

13. Parking
Please take great care when using the car park. Use of the car park is at the owners risk and the school does not accept liability for injury, damage or loss to person, vehicles or property.

14. Nursery Section
A shoe bag, clearly marked with your child’s name containing the following items is required each day for the under 3’s: 1 set of cot linen, cream if required, comforter if used, 1 set of clothes.

When the time for potty training comes around the following items are required each day for the under 3’s: cotton training pants or pull ups, ample changes of clothing. All items must be clearly marked with your child’s name.

Bottles need to be marked as clearly as possible (permanent marker pen). Parents will need to inform the nursery staff of their requirements during the weaning period. A diet sheet, outlining quantities and times of feed will be required by the nursery staff who will keep a daily record of all feeds given.

All nappies and wipes are provided by Little Acorns. It is not the policy of Little Acorns to use ‘pull ups’

when a child is being potty trained. If, however, parents would like their child to wear ‘pull ups’ the parents must provide these.

The nursery staff will make every effort to ensure your child’s well being. However, Little Acorns accepts no responsibility for any medical problems that may arise.

15. It is the policy of Little Acorns to take photographs of the children within the daily routine and used within displays, allergy boards, folders etc. Should any parent have an objection they should inform the manager.

16. We reserve the right to ask a child to be removed from the school.

Statement of Policy

Who is in Charge?

Every Little Acorns Nursery School has a Manager who is well qualified and experienced and Little Acorns staff are professionally trained and qualified. Head Office monitors and evaluates each nursery to ensure that our quality is maintained and improved and Directors of the company often drop in unannounced to spend time working in the nursery. Staff photographs and qualifications are displayed in reception.

All our policies can be viewed on request and many, including the Operational Plan are displayed on the large notice board in the reception area. A brief synopsis of a selection of our policies is listed below.

Health and Safety

Health and Safety legislation imposes responsibilities on both employer and employees for the Health and Safety of both those working and those affected by such work in this case the children in our care. We intend to provide and maintain safe and healthy conditions, equipment and systems of work for our staff and to provide ongoing training, information and instruction. Where work related hazards are identified appropriate measures will be taken to prevent and protect against such hazards. Everyone on the premises must accept responsibility for the Health and Safety of other persons who may be affected by their actions. Our Health and Safety Policy is reviewed and updated as required. An accident book is kept for recording all accidents for any persons on the premises. All nursery staff as well as the working directors of the company have been police checked.

Special Needs

At Little Acorns we ensure that we meet the needs of each individual child, we take account of any special needs a child may have.  The nursery also works to the requirements of the 1993 Education Act and The Special Educational Needs Code of Practice (2001).

Our Special Educational Needs Coordinator is Mandy Davenport.

Child Protection

The Children’s Act (Every Child Matters) 2004 sets out a number of Child Protection principles that we as a day nursery are obliged to implement. The fundamental principle of the act is that every child has the right to protection to any form of abuse. Everyone working with children must uphold this right. Child Protection takes priority over confidentiality and relationship with the family. A home incident log is in place and parents are asked to inform a senior member of staff of any pre-existing injuries which will then be recorded in the log and a signature of confirmation from the parent will be required. Parents will also be informed of any inappropriate behaviour displayed by the child. Our way of working with children and their parents ensures that we are aware of any problems that may emerge and can offer support, including referral to appropriate agencies when necessary, to help families in difficulty.

Complaints

We operate an open door policy to enable informal resolution of difficulties. If, however, the situation arises where a more formal approach is required then a letter supporting the complaint should be addressed to the Manager of the Nursery. We will do everything possible to resolve the situation successfully within 28 days. If, however, the matter is not resolved the client may raise the matter with the registering authority. Equality and Diversity

Our policy is designed to encourage interaction between children and adults of different gender, physical abilities, social, religious and cultural background in ways that are likely to promote the development of mutual understanding and respect.

Behaviour Management

Children are encouraged to work through disagreements amongst themselves with gentle intervention from staff when necessary. Children are talked to in a positive manner and under no circumstances will shouting, smacking or shaking take place. When anti social behaviour continues a time out policy will be implemented. In extreme cases parents will be invited in to discuss and agree the best way forward.

Regulating Bodies

Little Acorns is inspected by OFSTED Early Years copy of the latest inspection is displayed in the reception area. Little Acorns is also inspected by Environmental Health and a copy of their inspection is available for reading on request.

Partnerships with Families

At Little Acorns we value the wonderful relationships and great support that we receive from all the children’s families. We have an open door policy at the nursery and you are always welcome to pop in at any time. We hold various events throughout the year including our Graduation, Christmas Nativity and Parents Evenings and you are invited to attend all of these.

You are also welcome to come in to the nursery and share any special skills that you have with us. We have, in the past, had Grandparents in to read to the children and this always goes down very well. Please let us know if you have anything that you would like to share with the children.

We welcome feedback from our families to let us know how we are doing and we appreciate any comments that you make. If your child has enjoyed a special activity we held or if you have any suggestions for new activities then please share them with us. A questionnaire is available for you to complete at any time.

Settling In Sessions

Prior to your child starting at Little Acorns we would encourage you to bring your child in for a few “settling in sessions” so that your child is used to our environment, staff and routine. The number and length of these sessions will vary from child to child and you can discuss this in more detail when you come to visit the nursery. You are welcome to stay for all or part of these sessions. 

Notice

Little Acorns Nursery School brochure displays on the front page that we are registered with Hampshire County Council Social Services Department. Due to a change in Government policy, Little Acorns is now registered with OFSTED Early Years.

HOW WE PROVIDE FOR DEVELOPMENT AND LEARNING

Children start to learn about the world around them for the moment they are born. At Little Acorns we help children to continue to do this by providing all children with interesting activities that are appropriate for their age and stage of development.

The Areas of Learning comprise of:
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development

· Communication, Language and Literacy Development 

· Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy

· Knowledge and Understanding of the World

· Physical Development

· Creative Development

The practice guidance sets out in ‘Development Matters’, the likely stages of progress a child makes along their learning journey towards the early learning goals, these goals state what it is expected that children will know and be able to do by the end of the reception year at Infant school.

At Little Acorns we have regard to these matters when we assess the children and then plan for their learning.

PERSONAL, SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Our programme supports children to develop:

· Positive approaches to learning and finding out about the world around them
· Confidence in themselves and their ability to do things and valuing their own achievements
· Their ability to get on, work and friend ships with other people, both children and adults
· Their awareness of and being able to keep to, the rules which we all need to help us look after ourselves, other people and our environment
· Their ability to dress and undress themselves and look after their personal hygiene needs
· Their ability to expect to have their ways of doing things respected and to respect other peoples ways of doing things
COMMUNICATION, LANGUAGE AND LITERACY DEVELOPMENT

Our programme supports children to develop:

· Conversational skills with one other person, in small groups and in large groups to talk with and listen to others
· Their vocabulary by learning the meaning of, and being able to use, new words
· Their ability to use words to describe their experiences
· Their knowledge of the sounds and letters that make up the words we use
· Their ability to listen to and talk about, stories
· Knowledge of how to handle books and that they can be a source of stories and information
· Knowledge of the purposes for which we use writing and 
· Making their own attempts at writing
PROBLEM SOLVING, REASONING AND NUMERACY

Our programme supports children to develop:

· Understanding and ideas about how many, how much, how far and how big

· Understanding and ideas about patterns, the shape of objects and parts of objects and the amount of space taken up by objects

· Understanding that numbers help us to answer questions about how many, how much, how far and how big

· Understanding and ideas about how to use counting to find out how many 

· Early ideas about the result of adding more or taking away from the amount we already have

KNOWLEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING OF THE WORLD

Our programme supports children to develop:

· Knowledge about the natural world and how it works

· Knowledge about the made world and how it works

· Their learning about how to choose, and use, the right tool for a task

· Their learning about computers, how to use them and what they can help us to do

· Their skills on how to put together ideas about past and present and the links between them

· Their learning about their locality and its special features

· Their learning about their own and other cultures

PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT

Our programme supports children to develop:

· Increasing control over the large movements that they can make with their arms, legs and bodies, so that they can run, jump, hop, skip, roll, climb, balance and lift

· Increasing control over the small movements they can make with their arms, wrists and hands, so that they can pick up and use objects, tools and materials

· Their understanding about the importance of, and how to look after, their bodies

CREATIVE DEVELOPMENT 

Our programme supports children to develop:

· The use of paint, materials, music, dance, word, stories and role play to express their ideas and feelings

· Their interest in the way that paint, materials, music, dance, words, stories and role play can be used to express ideas and feelings

OUR APPROACH TO LEARNING AND DEVELOPMENT AND ASSESSMENT

Learning through play

At Little Acorns we use the practice guidance Early Years Foundation Stage to plan and provide a range of play activities, which help children to make progress in each of the areas of the learning and development. In some of these activities children decide how they will use the activity and in others an adult will take the lead in helping children to take part in the activity. In all activities the Early Years Foundation Stage has been used to decide what equipment to provide and how to provide it.

Key person
At Little Acorns we use the key person approach. This means that each member of staff has a group of children for whom they are responsible. The child’s key person will be the person who works with the parents to make sure that what we provide is right for the child’s particular needs and interests. When a child first starts at Little Acorns, the key person will help him/her to settle and will ensure that they will benefit from the activities provided by the nursery.

Assessment
At Little Acorns we assess how the children in our care are learning and developing by observing them frequently. Information that is gained from the observations, as well as photographs, information about the child’s needs, activities, interests, and achievements, is used to document their progress in the child’s learning journey. 

We ask that parents contribute to their child’s assessments by sharing information about what their child likes to do at home.

Periodic assessment summaries are recorded on the children’s trackers. These along with the learning journeys form part of the children’s record of achievement. 

All the information will enable the child’s key person to identify the child’s stage of development, who in turn will work together with the parents to decide on how to help move their child on to the next stage.

Timetable and Routines 

At Little Acorns the day is organised so that the children can take part in a variety of child-chosen and adult led activities. These take into account of the children’s changing energy levels throughout the day.  

The children’s individual needs for rest and quiet activities are also catered for during the day. We offer outdoor activities that contribute the children’s health, physical development and their knowledge and understanding of the world around them.

Policies 

A copy of the Parent Policy and Procedure Pack is given out upon enrolment.  These policies help the nursery to make sure that the service we are providing is of a high quality and that the time spent at Little Acorns is enjoyable and a beneficial experience for each child.
